Ice-breaker: Name game/What makes you uncomfortable? (Ayanna – 10 minutes)– Students will go around the circle and state their name and something that makes them feel uncomfortable.  As they share what makes them uncomfortable, they should also demonstrate an action that illustrates that feeling. (i.e. “spiders” or “public speaking”)

Listing Activity: Quote and Voices (Kendall introduces, then all mentors work in groups) (10 minutes)
List 1: What are the voices currently being heard in regards to your group’s top 3 topics?

List 2: Whose voices are not being heard?

List 3: What would those voices say?

Writing from the lists (20 minutes) – each group will share and compare the lists they generated, and will identify what they want to use as the focus of their group piece.  From there, groups will write according to their roles/agreed upon plan.

During the last 15 minutes of the workshop, groups will share what they have written and will identify strong passages and areas for more development.
(Simeon poets will take the student writing generated today and will compile it into a group piece, which will become the focus of the next and remaining sessions.)
